Liner: Basic White: 5" x 3 3/4" - 13.8cm x 9.5cm
Monkeys: Crumb Cake scraps

Banana: Basic White scrap

Insbructions

1. Fold the Daffodil Delight card base on the score line and burnish it flat with a bone folder.
2. Stamp a monkey and some leaves (as desired) on the Basic White liner with Memento Black ink.
3. Color the images as desired with Stampin Blend alcohol markers.

4. Add liner to the inside of the card.

5. Add Garden Green mat layer to front of card using Stampin' Dimensionals.

6. Stamp tree branch, greeting, and leaves in Memento black ink on Basic White focal layer.
7. Color as desired with Stampin Blends.

8. Attach focal image to front of card.

9. Stamp two monkeys using Memento Black ink on Crumb Cake scraps and punch them out.
10. Stamp two bananas on Basic White scraps using Memento black ink and punch them out.
11. Color monkeys and bananas as desired with Stampin Blends.

12. Add Parakeet party ribbon as a vine to card front from branch.

13. Add bananas to monkeys with Tombow.

14. Add monkeys to card front with Dimensionals.
